Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

How often do we hear about snakes and
scorpions at Mass? Well, today we do! Jesus
uses these frightful (to most of us!) images for
their shock value in order to emphasize how
graciously and unfailingly our Father in heaven
cares for us. The first reading sets the stage for our
reflection. Who can hear the story of Abraham
negotiating with God in the first reading and not
smile at his audacity? The middle Eastern custom
of bartering likely honed Abraham’s skills in that
arena. He even appeals to God's sense of honor, saying, “Far
be it from you to do such a thing” [as to wipe out the innocent
with the guilty]. Have we not all bargained with God at one
time or another when we were desperately in need?

YOU HAVE HEARD THE WORDS OF
MY MOUTH

Notice that the very first words of today’s Gospel are “Jesus
was praying.” Of course, the disciples would be curious about
a practice that was so central to Jesus’ daily life. He was
obviously good at it. Perhaps they wanted to know how they
could more easily “influence” God themselves! They wanted
to know what would work. Luke’s version of the beloved Lord's
Prayer (one of two found in the Gospels) is highlighted today in
response to the disciples’ request.

The two parables following the Lord's Prayer teach us
about prayer both from the point of view of the one who
prays and from God’s point of view. The parable of the friend
who knocks on the door at midnight illustrates prayer from
the point of view someone who urgently needs something.
Persistence is the key. The last section of the Gospel offers us
a glimpse of prayer from God's point of view. If you seek, you
will find; if you knock, the door will be opened. With Jesus as
our mediator, we are assured of a hearing before our Father in
heaven who is waiting to give good gifts to his children.

" nuestra reflexion. ;Quién puede escuchar la historia

de la negociacién de Abraham con Dios en la primera
lectura y no sonrefr ante su audacia? La costumbre del trueque
en Oriente Medio probablemente perfecciond las habilidades de
Abraham en ese terreno. Incluso apela al sentido del honor de Dios,
diciendo: “Lejos de ti hacer tal cosa” (como eliminar al inocente
con el culpable). ;Acaso no hemos negociado todos con Dios en un
momento u otro cuando estdbamos desesperadamente necesitados?

HAN ESCUCHADO LAS PALABRAS DE MI BOCA

Fijate en que las primeras palabras del Evangelio de hoy
son “Jestis estaba orando”. Por supuesto, los discipulos sentirian
curiosidad por una practica que era tan central en la vida diaria de
Jestis. Es evidente que se le daba bien. Tal vez querian saber cémo
podian “influir” més facilmente en Dios. Querian saber qué podia
funcionar, La version de Lucas del querido Padre Nuestro (una de las
dos que se encuentran en los Evangelios) se destaca hoy en respuesta
a la peticion de los discipulos.

Las dos pardbolas que siguen al Padre Nuestro nos ensefian sobre
la oracién tanto desde el punto de vista del que reza como desde
el punto de vista de Dios. La pardbola del amigo que llama a la
puerta a medianoche ilustra la oracion desde el punto de vista de
alguien que necesita algo con urgencia. La persistencia es la clave.
La dltima parte del Evangelio nos ofrece una visién de la oracion
desde el punto de vista de Dios. Si buscas, encuentras; si llamas, se
te abre la puerta. Con Jests como mediador, tenemos la seguridad de
ser escuchados por nuestro Padre del cielo, que espera dar buenos
regalos a sus hijos.

PRAYER AND SERVICE

Prayer is our focus this weekend. In the Gospel,
Jesus gives his disciples, and us, the Lord’s Pray-
er, which we have cherished through the centu-
ries. The first two words encompass much about
our faith—unity among all Christians (Our), and
a sense that we are in a deeply bonded relation-
ship with God (Father).

In Genesis, we see Abraham in conversation-
al prayer, in his creaturely humility before his
Creator, seeking mercy and compassion for the
innocent. The psalm is a lyrical prayer of thanks-
giving and praise for the God who answered the
sincere prayers of a people who had called out
for help, showing them mercy. In Luke’s Gospel,
the disciples want to pray like Jesus, with the
same intimacy—to experience God as Abba in
the depths of their being.

Do we try to talk to God? Do we listen for

answers? This relationship is always a work in
progress.
